1.1 National Commission lor Protection of Child Rights o,{CPCR) is an autonomous body of the
Ministry of Women and Child Development, Go\t. of India. The National Commission lor
Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR) was set up in March 2007 under the Commissions for
Protection ol Child Rights (CRCR) Act 2005, an Act of Parliament (December 2005). The
Commission's mandate is to ensure that all Laws. Policies. Programmes, and Administrative
Mechanisms are in consonance with the child rights perspective as enshrined in the
Constitution of India and also the UN Convention on the Rights ofthe Child.

1 .2 Under Section I 3 ( I ) (h) of the Commission for Protection of Child Rights (CPCR) Act. 2005
one of the mandates of the Commission is to "spread child rights literacy among various
sections of the society and promote awareness of the safeguards available for protection ol
these rights through publications. the media. seminars and other available means'.

1.3 In this regard. with a view to simplily the procedure to be lbllowed with respect to conducting
of Seminars/Workshops/Conferences etc. in a timely and effective manner and to ensure

improved outcomes of such activities. NCPCR is requesting lbr proposals from interested

Institutions/ Organizations/ NGOs/ CSOs/ Consulting Organizations/ Universities etc. in the

prescribed format at Annexure-1.

Interested Institutions / Organizations/ NGOs/ CSOs/ Consulting Organizations/ Universities are

required to submit proposal for the above mentioned Activity i.e. organising a One Day District
Level Awareness Workshop on "Joint Action Plan on Drugs and Substance Abuse among
children and Illicit Trafficking- 't5+54tfr*h-aa"- in West Karbi Along District of Assam".

3.3.1 Financial proposals must be submitted in a separate sealed envelope clearly specifying

3.3.2.The original Financial Proposal shall be placed in a sealed envelope clearly marked

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3.3.3 NCPCR shall not be responsible for misplacement, losing or premature opening if the
outer envelope is not sealed and/or marked as stipulated, if sent by post. This may lead
to rejection of the Proposal. If the Financial Proposal is not submitted in a sealed
envelope duly marked as indicated above, this will constitute grounds for declaring the
Proposal non-responsive.

3.3.4 Financial proposals of only those applicants who obtain qualifring marks shall be
opened.

3.4 Methodology:

3.4.1 Each Technical proposal shall be evaluated at two levels i.e. based on para 3.2A and
3.28. 75% weightage shall be given to Technical Proposals which will be divided into
two pafts i.e. 50o/o to Parameters stated at para 3.2.A and,25%o on the basis of
Presentation as stated at Para 3.2.B and,25oh weightage shall be on Financial criteria.

3.4.2 At the first stage. NCPCR shall shortlist the applications based on criteria mentioned at
para 3.24 (Parameters). The shortlisted applicants would be invited to give a
presentation before the Technical Evaluation Committee of the Commission. The score
of 3.2.B (Presentation) i.e. 25% shall be added with the Score obtained at 3.2.A
(Parameters) i.e.50%o to arrive at a Final Technical Evaluation Score of 75%.

3.4.3 The Financial Quotes of only those applicants who qualify in the Techrical Evaluation
shall be opened by the Financial Committee constituted by the Commission.

3.4.4 Once decision is made by the NCPCR about the applicants. it shall sign a Memorandum
of Understanding (MoU) containing Terms and Conditions for completion of the
proposed work in a time bound manner.

3.4.5 NCPCR may make an advance payment to the extent of 30 percent of the total cost
against each proposal. Remaining 70% payment will be made after receipt of duly
attested Utilization Certificate, reports, photographs/videos. These should be submitted
within 15 days after completion of the event.

3.4.6 Utilization Certificate (UC) in the prescribed format as per the GFR 2017. along with
head wise statement of expenditure, needs to be submitted to the NCPCR with the
reports. photographs. attendance sheets etc. within 15 days of completion of the
workshop. The remaining outstanding dues shall be cleared by the Commission
thereafter.
